2-page long, camera-ready manuscripts should be submitted preferably in PDF format with high quality figures for inclusion in the proceedings by September 30, 2024. All the accepted papers will be published in the conference proceedings to be made available at the conference.

2. Layout
2.1  Page format
As the paper format, please choose A4 format (21 cm x 29.7 cm). Specify the following margins: 1.5 cm top margin, 2.5 cm bottom margin and 1.5 cm at the side margins, Fig. 1.
Do not allocate any page numbers. The pages of the conference volume will be numbered consecutively.
2.2  Text format
Use the Time New Roman font throughout.
Begin your contribution with the title (single-column, left-justified, boldface type, in the 12-point type size). Underneath, with one line of (12-point) spacing, the author(s) and his/her (their) affiliation(s) (lightface type in the 10-point type size; left-justified), followed by one blank line of (10-point) spacing.
 This is now followed by an abstract of the contribution (justified typesetting, single-column, 10-point type size).
After two blank lines of (10-point) spacing, the subsequent text has two columns with justified typesetting (column width 85 mm, spacing between the columns 10 mm; 10-point type size). Footnotes should be avoided if possible. If they are nevertheless necessary, they must be located within the stipulated column length (pay attention to margins!).
Number the section headings and highlight these using boldface type. 
Indicate the numbers of the literature references in square brackets [1].
Equations should be numbered sequentially and formatted as follows:

Here, parameters should be Italic and properly defined such that V, l, w, and h are the volume, length, width, and height of the spray deposit, respectively.

2.3  Figures
The figures should already have been inserted at the appropriate positions in the text. The proceedings will be distributed in electronic formats, so color figures can be used. Even when the figure has been fitted into the text, its type size must still be sufficiently large in order to guarantee good legibility (if at all possible, 10-point type size, no smaller than the 8-point type size). An example of the figure is shown in Fig. 1.
The figures are numbered consecutively as Fig. X throughout the contribution (not section by section), except that Figure X should be used when they come to the beginning of sentences. All the figures should be cited in the text.
Insert the captions underneath the figures (10-point type size, “Fig. x.” in boldface type, the remainder in lightface type). The spacing between the caption and the text is also one (10-point) blank line.

2.4  Table
In general, the same is applicable to tables as to figures, with the difference that tables are each provided with a heading and not with a caption as in the case of figures. The spacing between lines and the type sizes are identical. Please ensure that the type size chosen in tables is no smaller than the 8-point type size.
